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Corvette trivia answers:

1. C1: 4 speed manual transmission
C2: Retractable headlights, disk brakes
C3: Fiber optic light pipes
C4: Multi port fuel injection, anti lock brakes
C5: Head up display, traction control, many others
C6: Paddle shifters (only on Corvette now, but will show in others soon)
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C5 Midlife Crises

Early C5’s are now 10 years old, and many are starting to go through their mid life crises. No, they are not
chasing younger C6'’s, but they are exhibiting signs of what happens to all cars: things break. The C5 has
been a wonderfully reliable vehicle in the high performance car category, and for that matter for cars in just
about any category. However, they will develop some common maladies, and it’s likely all will have prob-
lems in the areas listed below:

Alternators: for unknown reasons the Corvette design team selected an alternator made by Valeo
(France). It is highly probable that you will have a failure at some point, and the bad news is replace-
ments are VERY expensive (~$400 list price).

Charge System Fault: as the cars age, some of the connections corrode, and one of them happens to
be at the cable connection on the starter. If this is a problem, it will generate the “Charge System Fault”
on the driver information display, but it will not set a code. The simple fix: disconnect the battery first,
and then remove the cable from the starter and clean the connection points.

Belt tensioner: over time the bearing will fail, resulting in a high-pitched squeaking noise. Replace the
tensioner, which is inexpensive and easy to do.

Intermittent operation of the door locks: relays within the door corrode over time resulting in intermit-
tent operation. The fix: not easy, but remove the door panel(s) and replace the relay(s).

Tire pressure sensors: these fail, and it's usually intermittent; sometimes you will get a reading and
sometimes not. This is obviously not a do-it-yourselfer (unless you’ve got your own shop), but it's not
terribly expensive. You can avoid some of these failures by making sure that whoever changes your
tires is experienced with the C5 and knows about the sensors; they are easily damaged during the tire
removal/installation process.

Oil pressure sensor: this one is very frustrating, because of the location of the sensor — it's under the
intake manifold. A failure will result in the oil gauge being pegged at maximum, and the digital display
will read around 128 psi. Many choose to do it themselves, but it's a several hour job to remove the
manifold. Use an aftermarket sensor from Autozone, as the GM OEM part is going to fail again.
